Bushfire Safety
Emergency Kit

Here is a list of items that you should include in your Emergency Kit:
®  gpare ‘emergency’ batteries

= waterproof torch

®  battery powered AM/FM radio

= woollen blankets

®  clothing to protect you during a bushfire (cotton scarf, wide
brimmed hat, leather boots, goggles/sunglasses, gloves, long
sleeved top)

®m  first aid kit with manual
®  non-perishable food items (e.g. tinned food, long-life milk, etc.)
®  can opener

B emergency contact numbers.

Before you leave your home, add:

B money, key cards and credit cards

®  medications and toiletries

®m  gspecial items for infants, the elderly, injured, or those with disabilities
®  important documents, valuables and photos

®  drinking water (at least three litres per person per day)

®  food for at least 72 hours
®  a change of clothes for everyone
®  mobile phones and chargers

®  favourite toys.

If you are taking any pets, you should also include:

®  basket/cage/leash
®  medications, food, drinking water and bowls

®  toys, bed, treats.
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
